Ekaterina Vladimirovna. Change of device. Or, a domestic cat sejant
affronty head to dexter gules gorged with a pearled coronet argent and
on a chief urdy azure three spools of thread Or.

Gaia de Segur. Name.

Gyl3el der Spatz. Change of name and device. Argent, a chevron gules
between two thistles proper and a phoenix azure rising from flames
gules.
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Honora le Brun. Device. Purpure, on a bend sable, fimbriated, between
two fleurs-de-lys, three open books palewise argent.

lamys Hamlin. Name.

Jack de Spencer. Name and device. Per chevron sable and argent, two
frets conjoined in fess argent and a lion rampant gules.

Morgan Catriona Bruce. Alternate persona name for Beatrix of Bonei.

Nem inghean Dochartaigh. Change of name from holding name of
Nancy of Atlantia.

Ophelia de Spencer. Name.

Otel Altunat. Device. Azure, a horse courant to sinister within a
bordure Or.

The following item was RETURNED by the Laurel Office:

Abel Bremer. Name and device. Azure, in pale three bells, two and
one, and two spears crossed in saltire Or. Withdrawn by the submitter. )1 ﬁ
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Alexandra Scott de Northumberland. Resubmission of device.
Argent, a stag statant, on a chief azure an increscent between two
mullets Or. Withdrawn by the submitter.
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Annora Hall. New name and device. Quarterly gules and azure, a
dragonfly argent. This was returned for conflict with Mairghread
Maire Draigdaimhalachd (*“Per saltire azure and vert, a dragonfly
tergiant displayed argent.”). Two differences are required between
pieces of protected armory for registration. Here there is only one for
the change in color of the field.
