3: Genevote la Feseresse - New Name & New Device  

Per chevron sable and argent, three bats counterchanged argent and 

purpure. 

 

Originally submitted as "Genevote le Feseur," the byname's gender was 

changed at Kingdom to match that of the given name. Submitter has 

approved this change.  

 

 

 

 

4: Hilda of Hedeby - New Name & New Device 



Azure, two swords in saltire argent between flaunches Or and in chief a valknut argent. 

 

There is a Step from Period Practice (SFPP) for the use of a valknut. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

5: Johanna de Bletsho -Resub Badge  

(Fieldless) A thistle per saltire purpure and argent. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6: Mahaut de la Mare - New Badge 

Argent, in pall three coneys courant conjoined at the ears gules between 

three crescents in pall points to center sable. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

7: Yenega Velasconi de Santurtzi - New Device Change  

Per pale azure and purpure, two increscent moons and a wolf passant 

argent.

8: Zafira bint Miriam -New Device  

Per pale purpure and sable, a doumbek, within a bordure argent. 

This device must be returned for visual conflict with the registered device 

of Elinor du Pont, registered in October of 1988 via the Outlands: Per 

chevron sable and vert, a goblet within a bordure argent.  

While there is a Distinct Change(DC) for the field, many commenters felt 

that the doumbek as drawn looked too much like a goblet to be easily 

distinguished.
